Mungo National Park is jointly 

managed between the traditional 

Aboriginal groups of this area and the 

NSW National Parks and Wildlife 

Service.  Representatives of the 

Barkindji/Paakantji, Ngyiampaa and Mutthi 

Mutthi tribal groups are employed as 

NPWS Aboriginal Discovery Guides.  Our 

Guides have a wealth of traditional 

knowledge to share about this unique and 

special place with you.

about the 40,000+ years of Aboriginal 

cultural history of Lake Mungo, the 

traditional people and the Willandra Lakes 

as you explore sites of cultural 

significance.  You will be Welcomed to 

Country and engaged in a cultural 

experience unique to the Mungo 

Landscape and the traditional NPWS 

Aboriginal Discovery Guides.
