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1. INTRODUCTION

This report is submitted to support the application for a development approval
at 102-104 Market Street, Balranald for:

- The use and development of a new supermarket

- Demolition of the existing supermarket buildings
- Liquor licence

2. THE PROPOSAL

A permit is sought to construct a new supermarket building which will have a
total floor area of 782mz2.

The supermarket will replace the existing supermarket and ancillary buildings
which are currently on the site, and consent for the demolition of this building is
sought as part of this application.

Ligquor will also be stored and sold from the supermarket and a liquor licence is
included in this application.

Internally, the supermarket will consist of the following areas:

- Retail/supermarket area

- Coolrooms

- Deli & deli preparation area
- Storage area

- Staff room and amenities

- Loading/Unloading canopy

The proposed redevelopment will greatly improve the existing streetscape by
providing a new building, with a modern fagade and an attractive appearance to
the street. The existing buildings are quite old and mismatched and all the
existing buildings, including the shipping container will be demolished. The new
design will feature only one centralised car parking area, instead of two.

Council are also upgrading the streetscape in this area as part of their recent
funding and the redevelopment of this site will complement this.

The new building will feature IGA signage to the sides and front, which will be
similar to what is currently existing.

A car park capable of accommodating twelve car spaces will be constructed
and disabled access to the new building will be provided.



The development will span across three lots being Lots 23, 24, 25 DP609296.
These three titles are to be consolidated in the future and the existing
carriageway easement will also be moved from the title.

Power will be upgraded to be underground as part of this redevelopment.

A drainage and landscaping design plan is provided with this application.

The existing IGA supermarket has exited on these sites for many years and the

redevelopment of a new and modern building is considered to be a great asset
to the Balranald Community.

3. DESIGN & SITING ISSUES

The proposed supermarket is ideally located on the corner of Market and
Mayall Streets in Balranald which is in the centre of the town.

This location will ensure ease of access for residents of the area.

The site is zoned RUS5 Village, but the surrounding area consists of mainly
commercial uses ranging from the local pharmacy to the Balranald Club and a
variety of other commercial businesses.

The siting, design, height, bulk, colours and materials to be used, of the
proposed supermarket will not have any adverse impact on the natural
environment, major roads, vistas and water features in the area.

The subject land has access to electricity and telecommunications services and
all services will be reconnected to the proposed supermarket.



4. PLANNING ASSESSMENT

In accordance with the Balranald LEP Zoning maps, the site is zoned RU5 Village.

The objective of the zone is to promote development in existing towns and villages in
a manner which is compatible with their urban function and to promote expansion.

The development of a new, updated supermarket building meets the objectives of
the zone and is an example of promoting expansion within the Balranald Region.

This zone requires development approval for the development of a new
supermarket, as well as for the demolition of the existing building and for the liquor
licence.

The land is not flood liable.

5. CONCLUSION

Development Approval is sought for the demolition of the existing supermarket
buildings, construction of a new supermarket and a liquor licence.

The development will only enhance the existing streetscape by demolishing the
existing buildings which were mismatched and unsightly, with a new, modern,
supermarket building.

The subject land is Zoned RU5 Village and is surrounded with a variety of
commercial uses.
